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This addendum updates and expands our bibliometric analysis of world universities based on agricultural sciences and total
citation counts as provided in Appendices 2 and 3 in EPAR Brief No. 230. We have included institution rankings from the top
three highest producing countriesin Sub-Saharan Africa (South Africa, Nigeria, and Kenya) as well as the United States,
India, and China for international comparison. The analysis includes top-producing universities, research institutions, and
national research networks.
